Voice Audition requirements for admission and scholarship

The Voice Audition for Music consists of the following:
1. Singing two pieces of contrasting style.

a. Perform from memory.

b. Singers are advised to provide their own accompanist; however, one will be provided
if needed (music must be available in advance).

c. Singing one selection in a foreign language, typically Italian, German, French,
or Spanish, is highly recommended, but singing both pieces in English is
acceptable.

d. Recommended selections include those sung for District Music Festival.
